GENERAL MANAGER'S REPORT

Dear members and guests. I am pleased to greet you on our 63 year of providing financial
services to our Ukrainian American Community in the greater New England region. Our Board of
Directors, staff and committee personal have worked diligently to maintain & improve your
financial services and products. We are delighted to announce that we had a profitable year despite
the havoc that the Covid-19 Pandemic created financially & socially.

Our net income for 2021 was $96,387, a decrease of $7,117 from 2020’s income of $103,504. In
2021 we granted 253 loans for a total of $10,783,450. This is an increase of 17 loans & a
$1,791,606 loan increase over 2020. Additionally, our loan balance increased by $2,555,477 to
$28,098,272 for 2021. Our gross operating income of $1,581,525 in 2021, was $70,178 less than in
2020. Our operating expenses increased by $27,745 to $1,364,949 for 2021. Therefore, our total
operating income for 2021 was $216,576, a decrease of $97,923 from $314,499 in 2020. After
payment of dividends in the amount of $120,189, which is $66,806 less than in 2020, we have come
to our net income of $96,387.

Our assets grew to $43,865,375 an increase of $2,646,488. Our deposits grew by $2,575,954 to
$40,541,594. Other accounts payable & liabilities of $156,058 were added as well as our regular
reserves of $675,265 which gave us our total equity of $3,167,723 or our capital position of 7.22%.

In 2021 our membership grew to 2,936 members, a net increase of 48 members. The breakdown by
branch is as follows: Wethersfield, CT 1,120 members; Westfield, MA 1,306 members; New
Britain, CT 510 members. We also ended 2021 with 778 members utilizing On-line Banking, an
increase of 68 members. Our Bill pay account decreased by 13 active users to 139 by end of 2021.
Our Visa Debit Cards ended 2021 with 1,246 active cards. Our active Visa Credit Card accounts
decreased by 3 cards to a total of 432 active cards. For an account to be active card must have a
balance. Currently we have over 800 Credit Cards, but only 432 have balances at years end.

As in past years, our Credit Union has supported our Ukrainian American Community. In 2021 we
donated $9,684, to support our Churches, Youth Organizations, Ukrainian Parochial School & other
community organizations. Included in the amount shown are 8 scholarships for honor students.

Finally, I would like to thank our Board of directors and Committee members for their support and
counsel; our employees for their hard work and dedication, and most of all you, our membership,
for your trust, support and loyalty.

The National Credit Union Association (NCUA) conducted virtual NCUA Exam
effective from 1 January 2020 to 30 June 2021.

The Supervisory Committee conducted quarterly financial reviews at the Wethersfield, CT home
office and the branch offices in Westfield, MA and New Britain, CT. The Committee attended
monthly Board of Directors meetings and reviewed closed accounts, the personal accounts
maintained by the employees and the members of the Board of Directors were also reviewed.

The Board of Directors, management, and staff deserve our thanks for their continued dedication

and good work.
